FASS-FRISCH PARTY-MASTER
The new Party-Master self-regulating CO2 tap is designed to perfectly dispense beer, wine, and soft drinks from all types of kegs.  A single, compact unit, the Party-Master is safe and easy to use.
EASY INSTALLATION
Simply twist the Party-Master into place on kegs with well-type fittings or slide it securely onto kegs with flat-type fittings.  Once the Party-Master is in place, turn the securing handle to safely tap the keg.  Then, insert the 16-gram CO2 cartridge into its holder and twist it into place.
TAPPING
The Party-Master is then ready to dispense the contents of the keg.  The first few glasses may be poured using the internal pressure of the keg.  As internal pressure falls, adjust the regulator to engage the CO2 cartridge.  Once the regulator is adjusted to the desired flow level, the tap will automatically regulate the smooth flow of beer at the rate set by the user.  When the CO2 cartridge is empty, twist off the holder and replace the cartridge.  Do not remove the CO2 cartridge until it is completely empty.
SAFETY
The Party-Master has a built-in pressure release valve which automatically releases pressure at a level between 50-60 P. S. I.  The CO2 cartridge holder has an opening to allow any excess pressure to escape safely.
As soon as the Party-Master is removed from the keg, the flow of CO2 stops automatically, saving the unused CO2 in the cartridge for later use.
CLEANING
To clean the Party-Master after use, simply hold down the tap handle and run lukewarm water through the tap opening.  The Party-Master should be cleaned after each use.
A QUALITY PRODUCT
The Party-Master self-regulating CO2 tap is precision engineered in Germany.  Using only the highest quality high-pressure metal castings and high-impact resistant plastic, the Party-Master’s solid construction ensures the durability and reliability of the device.
OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS
ASSEMBLY
Twist the gray plastic body of the Party-Master onto the keg neck.  Screw the metal spout into the metal opening just below the regulator.
Turn the regulator all the way to the left until it stops at the closed position (CO2 valve is closed).
Insert a FASS-FRISCH 16-gram CO2 cartridge into the cartridge holder keeping the neck of the cartridge pointing out.
Twist the cartridge holder half-way onto the dispenser (opposite the regulator) in order to avoid piercing the cartridge.  Do not pierce the cartridge at this time.
SECURING THE DEVICE
Moisten the gaskets at the base of the Party-Master and insert it into the neck of the keg.  Be sure that the securing handle (lowest handle on the device) is in the upper position.  Apply firm downward pressure and twist clockwise until the device is fully inserted.  Then turn the securing handle to the lower position to secure the Party-Master to the keg.
Make sure to turn the securing handle to the upper position when removing the Party-Master from the keg.
TAPPING
Insert the black plastic tap handle and pour two to three glasses of beer using only the internal pressure of the keg (keeping the regulator in the closed position).  Gently press the tap handle down all the way—if the handle is only pressed half-way, the beer valve will not open fully and too much foam will be produced.
Once the internal pressure of the keg has been released, check to ensure that the regulator is in the closed position (all the way to the left).  Tighten the cartridge holder until the CO2 cartridge is pierced (there may be a hissing sound when this occurs).  
Turn the regulator slowly to the right while holding the tap handle down, adjusting the flow rate of the beer.  Stop turning the regulator and leave it in position when the desired flow rate is reached.  
Do not open the CO2 valve completely.  (Do not turn the regulator all the way to the right.)
NEVER REMOVE A CO2 CARTRIDGE THAT IS NOT COMPLETELY EMPTY!  The contents of the cartridge are under high pressure.  ALWAYS empty CO2 cartridges by turning the pressure control knob all the way to the right until all the CO2 has been released before attempting to remove the cartridge.
Typically, seven to eight Liters of beer can be tapped using one 16-gram CO2 cartridge.  If the cartridge still contains CO2 when all of the beer has been pumped from the keg, close the regulator (all the way to the left), remove the Party-Master, and tap a new keg.  The remaining CO2 in the cartridge can then be used.
CLEANING AND CARE
In order for the tapping device to function properly, it must be cleaned after each use.
Clean as follows:  Hold the Party-Master under running water (warm) with the metal spout pointing upward and rinse thoroughly.  Hold the tap handle all the way down while rinsing to allow water to flow through the beer valve.
